The answer lies in
seeking the True Permanent Bliss

The awareness and perception of the
sorrow and evil of birth, death, old age and
disease makes us note that materialistic

pleasures and sense feelings are an addictive
lure to perpetuating false realities within the
fabricated realms of existence. The realization
helps us wean away from these desires which
are artificial, transitory and fictitious states of
existence.

The goal is to destroy these cravings
and free the mind from this bondage of constant
rebirth. This quality helps us dwell on the
dynamics underlying these evolving patterns and
provides a path to attain boundless freedom and
joy.

Bhagavad Ramanuja on knees
climbing up Tirumala Hills

Bhagavad Ramanuja is a  unique revolutionary philosopher who dedicated his  whole
life   in service of the society  propagating the  essence of Vedic injunctions.  He  practiced the
highest  standards of  spiritual  values  and taught the same to  the common people by setting
a practical  example !  He is an incarnation of the "Aadi Sesha" the Divine serpant of Lord Vishnu.
For us the seven hills of Tirupathi are just huge heaps of rocks and Earth.  But, for Ramanuja,
every stone and every inch of the Divine hills  appeared  like "Saalagraama", the stone form of
God.

Ramanuja  went to visit Lord Sri Venkateswara and felt  that his feet should not touch the
sacred hills.  So, he tied his legs  back bending them to knees and climbed up all the seven hills
with his knees, prostrating again and again to every stone and tree on the way, as the divine form
of Lord.     His faith and  commitment  were uncomparable and immeasurable.

After reaching there, he had the Darsan of Lord Srimannarayana in the form of Sri
Srinivasa.  He reinstated Sankha(Divine Conch) and  Chakra (Divine Discus) to Lord after
establishing the fact that it was none else than Lord Narayana.  Everybody was thrilled at the
great devotion of Bhagavad Ramanuja.  The glory of Sri Venkateswara as proved by 12 Puranas
was re-established.

This is  due to the  wrong notion  that only  monetary benefits and 'mechanisation' in
the lines of  corporate  business culture  is the measure of development.  Negligence, ignorance,
due to incompetence, slothfulness of the responsible authorities and also the government is
playing vital role in ruining such spiritual values established by our great Acharyas.

Every blast and every beat hitting  the divine hills even today, is severely  injuring the
hearts of devotees who are enduring with ultimate patience and faith on God. Protectors of
tradition and  culture  are  confronting   with  the  heavy  blows  from  the   wicked,   jealous
non-traditionalists.  The sense of spiritual heritage and moral values are on the  edge of pain
and suffering.  Even under such situation, it is only the divine Mangalasasanams of Acharya
Bhagavad Ramanuja   that  Lord Srinivasa  is still  blessing the desires of the devotees. The Sri
Chakra installed by Sri Ramanuja is protecting the sanctity and prosperity of the sacred shrine
Tirumala. Ramanuja's sannidhi within   inner Tirumala temple itself shows how much reverence
God gave to his Acharya, which He ordained through  the kings, in those days.

The great devotion and services  of Bhagavad Ramanuja were  recognised by the
whole world.  Last 1000 years of  history,  spread  glory stands proof of  it.
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
