King Dasarattha lived for 60,000+ years,
Sri Rama ruled the kingdom for 11000 years, sages
lived for thousands of years. Its history not just story!
Their food and living habits might have been better
than what we do today?  How did they happen to live
so long ?   This is something one needs to explore.

From our historic scriptures we can see that
there are several demons having obtained
extraordinary super powers into their hands, sought
permanency of life and in that infatuation did severe
penances seeking gods for long, longer life and "No
death".

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We pray to the Lord of the universes, Sri:
Rangana:ttha to bless us all with strength and
steadiness to be able to journey through life by
cordially sharing our joys and afflictions with one
other.

Do we need light? Surely, yes! Light –
whether natural or man-made always dispels
darkness.  God has endowed each of us with a
spark of natural light within us, in the form of
knowledge. But, there are many self-created
blockades of ignorance around it.  And, these
blockades are present only in man, not in any other
species of life.  All the other species which live in
accordance with nature are content and satisfied
with what they get; they can live independently,
unlike Man who cannot exist without being
dependant on animals and nature.

So it is man, who is ever dissatisfied and
envious of others’ possessions and is always
anxious to amass abundant wealth for himself and
leave none to the other. This anxiety to diminish
others makes him give up sane judgement and he
resorts to evil ways.  Finally, he ends up losing all
what he has! Today, we see how man, with a
burning desire to grow extensively in short time,
prepares nature into destruction - all in the name
of scientific development.  It is for this reason, that
sa:sthra and discipline are prescribed for Man and
not for animals.

There is an urgent need to dispel the
contamination in us. Just as we can emit the hidden
fire out of a stone or wood by ignition; so also it is
possible to bring out the hidden light in us. We can

enlighten ourselves with good knowledge and
develop self-satisfaction. Self satisfaction does not
mean living an aimless and lazy life.  The purpose
is to grow knowledge such that it does not cause
sorrow to others and destruction to oneself. This
healthy growth should happen in every human. Only
then can each of us and the society as a whole
become enlightened.

But, how do we bring out this light from
within? As an answer, God has blessed mankind
with sa:sthra:s which are known as ve:da,
upanishad, dharma sa:sthra, etc. But, these are not
easily understandable to us; neither are they
available in a consolidated form. For this reason,
Lord Sri Krushna, with Arjuna as the instrument,
presented all that diversely available knowledge as
Bhavgavad Gi:tha to us.  To uplift and help those
men unable to withstand the pains of the growing
kali yuga, He gifted the mankind with the Bhagavad
Gi:tha, a great shield, a great boat to easily cross
the other end of life. In the Bhagavad Gi:tha, which
is a source of light, God laid down many essential
points. We should all sincerely try to practise them
in order to enlighten ourselves.

Any great or powerful item becomes of no
use when not utilized properly. Does it not become
absolutely useless when a costly computer, loaded
with all kinds of software is handed to a computer-
illiterate man who does not even know what a
computer or software is! Imagine what can happen
when an atom bomb is placed in the hands of an
unworthy person who does not know the power in
it! He might drop it on himself or any place he wishes
causing destruction to himself and others too!

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Hence, whenever anything precious or powerful is
given to someone, it must be known if the person
is worthy of it.  If the person is unworthy, one must
make an effort to make him worthy of accepting it.
God chose Arjuna as a worthy instrument to present
knowledge to mankind to uplift him.

Through the twelfth, thirteenth and sixteenth
chapters of the Bhagavad Gi:tha, God clearly
explains how one is capable to elevate one’s own
self, without even having to depend on any other
person to realize, examine and correct one’s
mistakes.  Just like a mirror gives us the
independence to clean and decorate our face as
we wish, so too has God given us the Bhagavad
Gi:tha in a systematic format, for anyone who
wishes to set right one’s body, mind, senses,
intelligence, knowledge and the self as a whole in
order to walk in right path. In chapter thirteen, He
presented the first stanza to explain the mode of
goodness and how it can be developed. In chapter
sixteen, He presented the means needed to fill
ourselves with goodness and divine qualities.
Surely it is a divine step to grow the divinity in us.

Many love God, crave for His love and wish
that His grace be upon them. But, who does God
prefer to love? Clouds cannot be seen any time we
want them; they also may not rain every time they

form.  Similarly, there may be many who love or
wish to see God as an Idol or any other form. But,
whom does God choose to love, see and shower
His grace upon? This, He answered through the
twelfth chapter where He clearly mentions what He
likes us to be, how He wants us to be, what one
can do in order to bring His praise. So, we should
expand the quality of goodness in us, spread peace,
fill ourselves with divinity and should become one
who is praiseworthy by God! We should learn the
qualities that teach us these and start practising
them. Thus we can uplift and help ourselves without
even depending on anyone.

By putting into practise the gifted slo:kas of
Bhagavad Gi:tha, let us bring out the light in us. Let
us first mould ourselves to be strong and steady.
When a glowing lamp is open to wind from all
directions, we protect it by placing a chimney upon
it. Similarly, we should light a lamp of determination
in ourselves to become good, do good and support
good. This lamp in us might be obstructed with many
blows of winds from all directions and we may not
be able to stop or avoid them. In fact, they never
leave even if we want them to! At the same time,
we should not allow that lamp to blow off suffer the
tough winds. To protect it, let use a chimney, a shield
– Bhagavad Gi:tha which will keep the light in us
ever-glowing.

To carefully preserve the worldly joys or to
cheerfully worship the Lord of the lords, Ve:da is
the only path to tread along !  A singular treasure
of words revealed by the grace of God, the Ve:da
provides unique solutions to attain desirable goals
and to brush aside the undesirable states of
existence. Whether the goals are worldly or
spiritual, Ve:da provides techniques to one and all.

Just as an ocean which provides many
varieties of riches to various explorers, Ve:da
bestows great results as sought by the seekers.
Just as parents caters to the needs of their children,
Ve:da flows out and blesses people with different
temperaments. That is why Sri: Sayana:cha:rya
gave a succinct explanation of the word Ve:da—

‘ishta pra:pthihi - anishtaha pariha:rayo:ho
aloukikam upa:yam yo: ve:dayathi sa ve:daha.’

Let us try to discover and assimilate those
spiritual aspects of Ve:da, which deeply relate to
our lives. The Ha:ri:tha Smrithi expounds five kinds
of essential knowledge that is required to Man in
order to slide smoothly through the spiritual path.

It quotes...
pra:pyasya brahmano: ru:pam
pra:pthuscha prathyaga:thmanaha |
pra:pthyupa:yam, phalam pra:pthe:he
thattha pra:pthi viro:dhi cha. ||

The Samhitha explains how one can secure
the knowledge about the Lord (para svaru:pa),
about the individual soul (sva-svaru:pa), the means
to attain the Lord (upa:ya svaru:pa), the form of
result obtained (phala svaru:pa) and the obstacles
one might face in such a spiritual path (viro:dhi
svaru:pa). Knowing these five essentials is what is
‘arttha panchaka jna:nam’.   All the Ve:das,

Ithiha:sas and Pura:nas unequivocally proclaim the
same -‘vadanthi sakala: ve:da:ha se:thiha:sa
pura:nakaha’

Primarily, the word Ve:da means
‘knowledge’. This is because it comes from a
dha:thu (or root ) - vid  jnane:  However, in the
churadi prakarana of the book of grammar
vaiyyakarana sidha:ntha kaumudi, the word Ve:da
is also said to have derived from other verbs too.

According to the four dha:thus -  vida
saththaya:m , vida jna:na:, vida vicha:rana: , vida
la:bha , the word Ve:da grants us the fruit of
existence - saththa, knowledge - jna:nam, rational
thought - vicha:rana and benefits - la:bha
respectively.

It is worth noting that these four implications
of the word Ve:da directly reflect the spirit of ‘ arttha
panchakam’, the knowledge of five essentials.
When the word Ve:da is used in the sense of
existence, it implies the knowledge about the
individual soul sva-svaru:pa. To belong completely
to the parama:thma is the nature of the soul. The
Ve:da says - 'santhame:nam thatho: vidurithi ',
which means those alone exist who gain the
knowledge that they belong to Lord. Those without
such knowledge are indeed nonexistent! To
maintain our own existence, we need to know who
we are. This knowledge is sva-svaru:pa.

The second usage of Ve:da is in the sense
of knowledge. This is knowledge of the Divine. In
the Upanishadic statement ‘sathyam jna:nam
anantham bramha’, jna:nam is defined as an
attribute of the Lord. Thus, the meaning of
knowledge of the word Ve:da is indicative of the
eternal nature of the Lord para-svarupa. Sa:sthras
declare that knowing the Supreme God can alone
be called knowledge!

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Ve:da carries the meaning of rational
thinking or vicha:rana. This corresponds to the
viro:dhi svaru:pa of the arttha panchaka and is the
discriminative thinking of what is conducive for
spiritual welfare and what is not.   As explained by
Sri: Ku:raththa:zhvan-

‘yaththvath priyam thadiha punyam
apunyamanyath’,

discriminating between good and bad
deeds removes the obstacles to attain God.

Ve:da gives us knowledge by which we can
step out of a mind-set which may not be conducive
to our spiritual welfare. Also, the process of
vicha:rana leads us to the knowledge of upa:ya
svaru:pa  or the means to attain Him.

Ve:da makes us realise that the Supreme
Lord is not attained by our  self efforts. He reveals
to us by Himself.  The Upanishad says-

‘yame:vaisha vrunuthe: the:na labhyaha'

which means on whomever the Lord
showers His grace, only he obtains Him. The word
Vrunuthe is indicative of His Lordship and of our
being His servitors. Thus, parama:thma alone is
the means to attain Him. This knowledge of the
means is also given by the Ve:da.

The fourth aspect of Ve:da which is la:bha
(fruits/results) is indicative of  phala svaru:pa , the
obtained result. The result is continuous
kainkaryam (service) to the Lord. This is revealed
to us by the Ve:da.

Thus,  the Ve:da provides us the knowledge
of  arttha- panchakam. The Ve:da also fulfils our

desires by granting the four purusha:rthas. Such
definition is given by a scripture ‘bahvruk
pra:thisa:khya’.

The four purusha:rtha:s are dharma,
arttha,ka:ma, mo:ksha. Here, the word purusha
means the soul living in the body. Sa:sthra  define
purusha as ‘puri se:the: ithi purushaha’- the one who
lives se:the, in the body puri. The purusha:rtha:s
are the ends to be attained by the ji:vas residing in
the bodies.

The four pusha:rttha:s are found in two pairs.
dharma and arttha- as one, ka:ma and mo:ksha as
the other. Of these, the arttha should follow its
counterpart dharma and ka:ma should be guided
by mo:ksha. This is beautifully illustrated in Sri:
Ra:ma:yana where in Lakshmana, ever desirous of
doing service, serves none other than Sri: Ra:ma,
who is a personification of dharma. Only the arttha
which is bound by dharma is worth attaining.

Also Sathrughna always followed Bharatha
who was ever inclined towards mo:ksha. Only when
mo:ksha is desired, does desire become
meaningful. Our rushis indicate that the attainment
of arttha and ka:ma should be well bounded by
dharma and mo:ksha. Only then would our lives
be balanced and our st ay on this earth become
enjoyable.

Thus Ve:da guides us in our worldly and
spiritual lives. They integrate us, enrich our lives,
uplift us spiritually and take us to the Divine. Such
is the treasure of Ve:da which is handed over to us
by the Rushis  who were rich in wisdom. Let us
savour it and fill our lives with all kinds of joys.

   A:LVA:RS  &  A:CHA:RYAS

The main difference between a:lva:rs and a:cha:ryas is that those who got direct
grace from the Lord Narayana and were blessed with the vedic knowledge, are called Alvars.
There is no caste or creed barrier to them.

But those who follow the lineage, ie., got initiated from a guru-sishya process and
got the vedic knowledge are called acharyas.  They come strictly from the vaidic lineage.
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UPANISHATH
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The Ve:das are primarily
divided into three portions.
bra:mhanam, samhitha, aranyakam.
Most of the Upanishaths fall under
the third section aranyakam. There
are hundreds of Upanishaths
available today. However, only
fourteen Upanishaths are considered
authentic and authoritative, by our
gurus - for only these Upanishaths
have been mentioned in the works
of a:di Sankara:cha:rya, Bhagavad
Ra:ma:nujacha:rya and
Madhwa:cha:rya who are the
preceptors of world- renowned philosophies namely the
Advaitha, Visishtadvaitha and Dvaitha respectively.

These fourteen Upanishaths are found in the following
different Ve:das.

I:sa:va:syopanishath, also known i:so:panishath
is considered  first.   This Upanishath is accepted first for
its convenience of recitation and for the reason that the
opening verse of the Upanishath begins with the word
i:sa:va:syam.

Upanishath is that which expounds on the
supreme reality.   I:so:panishath comprehensively
elucidates the nature of God the supreme soul, His

dwelling, His forms, His divine
attributes and the means to attain
Him.

There is a general
misconception that supreme-
realization involves attainment of
knowledge by way of renunciation of
actions.  It is also construed by some,
that actions when dutifully
performed, itself becomes worship
and mere knowledge is useless. In
this way, both knowledge and

actions have been interpreted as mutual hindrances in
attaining the supreme self! But having obtained a
human birth, it’s imperative for an individual to
outwardly fulfill his responsibilities while inwardly
continuing to practice the awakening of his inner
consciousness!

I:sa:va:syopanishath comes to our rescue by
revealing the secrets of how one must transform one’s
birth towards God-worship, by conjoining both actions
and knowledge effectively. Hence, this is another reason
why this Upanishath has been acceded as the first.

The inner secrets of I:sa:va:syo:panishath

This Upanishath belongs to suklayajur ve:dam
and we find its mention in both ka:nva and
ma:dhyandina sections of the ve:dam. There are 18
verses in ka:nva section and 17 in that of ma:dhyandina.
Going forward, let us follow the ka:nva portion of the
ve:dam and before we begin its study let us offer our
obeisances to our gurus and the sages who granted us
this Ve:dic knowledge.

om asmath gurubhyo namaha |
om namah para:marushibhyo:
namah para:ma rushibhyaha ||

It is a general practice to begin and end the
process of learning an Upanishath by invoking specific
verses of peace-prayers called sa:nthi manthra:s which
correspond to the ve:dam that the Upanishath belongs
to. The sa:nthi manthram  for suklayajur ve:dam is:

This sa:nthi manthram concisely explains the
ultimate truth propounded by the Upanishath. The
sa:nthi manthram  denounces the claim that God is
devoid of qualities and form. It clarifies that God is a
personified form and with qualities. He is complete with
knowledge, power, beauty, and many such attributes.
The manthra beautifully elucidates how God’s
innumerable incarnations for His devotees and His
manifestations of various forms in various places are
each as absolute in nature as His own original self !

Word-to-word meaning:

idam = The ultimate truth which is the
indweller of all sentient and
insentient entities in this universe,

pu:rnam = is in totality.
a:daha = The reality parava:sude:va, which

is the root for this,
pu:rnam = is filled with all divine auspicious

qualities.

udachyathe = The originated vyu:ha
incarnations are also in totality.

from vyu:ha form which is of
auspicious qualities.

a:da:ya = The deity  form that originated,
pu:rname:va = is  full with  same auspicious

qualities.
avasishyathe:  = It stood as a shelter for all.

Purport:
In whichever form God manifests, He exists in

absolute fullness with qualities such as omniscience and
omnipotence. His totality is the same whether He is, in
deity -form on the earth or as the supreme-one in His
abode para:mapadam.

He descended one step for His devotees in the
form of ‘se:sha sa:yi’ in the milky ocean as a Vyu:ha
incarnation with absolute totality. Yet, this place is
accessible only to demigods like Indra, Bramha, Na:rada
and other pre-eminent sages. And so, He descended one

more step on this earth as a human being and lived as
one amongst us. He incarnated as Ra:ma, Krushna for
His devotees to easily grant their longings to experience
His pastimes.  Isn’t it amazing that God came down from
His supreme elevated position keeping aside His divinity,
to live as a human being amongst us?!

For this reason, his forms of incarnations are
known as avatha:ras. Even as a human being, he
undoubtedly remained in all His absolute completeness.
So says the aforementioned beautiful manthra.

Even though He appeared in various avatha:ras
for His devotees in specific places like Ayo:dhya,
Matthura   but, only contemporary people of His time,
experienced and realized Him. He remained unknown
for all other men of different regions and periods !

And so he entered, indefinitely as a supreme-
soul in all sentient and non-sentient beings and thus
prevailed close to them at all times. But, only great sages
and yo:gis could realize and visualize Him as the
supreme soul within!

Finally, God stepped down further, and
manifested as a deity form – archa mu:rthi. He gladly
accepted various forms, postures, and materials His
devotees carved Him with – just so he could be
accessible to them and receive their offerings! One must
not imagine and belittle the archa murthi as a mere
idol!  He subsists in total absoluteness even as an idol
and grants protection unto His devotees right from
there! There are several examples mentioned in our
pura:nas and historical scriptures.

Sri Ve:nkata:chala Maha:thmyam narrates the
archa murthi form of the Lord and His innumerable
benedictions conferred upon His devotees. Let’s not
forget the great a:zhva:rs, and the more recent
devotees like Thya:gayya, Annamaya, Ve:ngama:mba,
, Mi:ra:ba:i who experienced God’s absoluteness in its
entirety in their own idols in their homes!

Hence, the essence of this manthra is that, God
who is bound by his vow to protect His devotees is
always in absolute fullness with qualities like
compassion and divine auspiciousness in whichever
form He chooses. And, only by understanding His divine
qualities can we develop a yearning and love for the
Truth.  Indeed, how splendorous is He, the Lord of the
universes, here, there….everywhere!
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India, a divine land is the source and
establisher of true knowledge. It has a great
heritage. Several great souls born on this land
presented the world with the unalterable, eternal
supreme truth. Since these truths are unchangeable
and eternal, they are termed as ‘sana:thana
sathyam’.

We are the rightful and natural heirs for this
treasure house of knowledge without any
contention. If we ignore this wealth, it is sure to be
grabbed by outsiders who know its value. Ultimately
we would be the losers.  Hence, we ought to protect
this wealth ourselves, sans the interference of
outsiders.

Our ancestors surely cared for physical
comforts. But they never ignored the inner tranquility.
They found out ways and means for mental peace
and passed on those gems of wisdom to the
posterity.

If a man truly wants to live like a true human
being, he needs to possess a pure mind. The mind
must be under one’s own control and should be
equipoise without any agitation. One must have a
loving heart; must have concern about other’s
troubles; must be able to share other’s sorrows;
must be kind enough to alleviate their grief.  Although
seemingly far reachable, it is India alone which can
harvest these qualities for all those who desire to
sow such qualities in their hearts.

Let us contemplate a little on the  sana:thanic
wisdom and understand it. A few understand
sana:thana as something very old or outdated.
Naturally the trendy modern class feels it not suitable
to the present day world. But the term actually
means that which is eternally in that same way –
‘sada:’,    remains – ‘asthi’ – that one is called
‘sana:thanam’.

For instance, the oceans and rivers on the
earth are being replenished with waters flowing in

from various sources for the past several billions of
years. The same waters have now become the life
source for living beings. These streams of waters
have never changed since then and have been
flowing cyclically, since several years. The same
can be said with air and the earth.We can quote
the above as examples for eternally existing
elements, as they have prevailed unaltered for so
long a period of time.

However, sana:thana cannot be completely
discerned thus, although they may form some basis
for understanding the concept. And that is because
even these elements are subject to changes over
a period of time, probably due to climatic changes
and variations in the gravitational forces of the
planetary systems. Hence, that which remains
eternally unchanged and unaffected by
environmental transitions and diverse situations is
what is sana:thanam.

The knowledge of this sana:thanam
becomes the Supreme Knowledge. Only on
attaining this cognition of reality, can man be said
to have gained superiority over the other species
in the universe. Man has been gifted with all the
necessary potential to strive to acquire this insight.
Those who tried for this are the blessed ones. The
ones who struggled and realized the   Eternal
Supreme Truth are known as a:ryans and the land
they lived in, is called a:ryavartham.

Of late the word a:rya has become quite
controversial. It is being said that a:rya:ns are those
who migrated to the southern regions of Himalayan
ranges crossing over the Northern Himalayan
borders and the  Indus Valley region.  It is also
believed that they established their dominance over
the people there and forced their traditions and
culture on them. The people who dwelt in India
before the Aryans’ arrival are known as Dra:vida:s.

Interestingly, the a:ryans have also been
condemned as the founders of several fallacious
systems being practiced till today. But none of these
is true. These fabricated stories have been the

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crooked frame work of the midieval historians  during
their reign to destroy the Indian culture.  And we, the
Indians unable to curb these ideas have begun
accepting them to be true!  It is quite necessary to
understand the real definition of the word a:rya.

 A:rya means the venerable one.
“a:ra:th ya:thi buddhihi e:sha:m the: a:rya:ha”

All those noble people who wish the well being of
the society and welfare of the mankind and work for
those ends and who abstain from all that which is
adverse to the advancement of the society are known
as a:ryans.

 In the present times also only such people
should be called as ‘a:ryans’.  A:ryans could have
had originated in any period of time, from any country
and from any caste. All a:ryans are not sages. But
all the sages are a:ryans. In India, the prevalent
family-system has been established by the a:ryans.
They took extraordinary care in constituting the
present household way of life. They examined several
aspects of an individual’s genetic characters and
mental disposition. They found out what is required
to take care to pass on their wisdom to their
descendants.

For that they advised whom one should marry
to protect their lineage.  Just like it is imperative to
sow good seeds to receive a good quality harvest, it
is vital to bear children out of wedlock such that they
become exemplary citizens in the society.

Consider a farmer, who desires a bountiful
crop. Prior to sowing seeds, the farmer examines
the quality of the seeds and synthesizes highly
productive seeds by removing unwanted elements
from them. If he finds the land barren, he either strives
to turn it fertile or explores another fruitful ground for
harvest.  For a good crop how much important is the
quality of seeds, that much important is the fertility
of the farm. Finally, he makes an effort to sow the
right kind of seeds in a fertile land for a good crop.

So much for a simple lifeless seed selection!
Then how much needs to go for presenting an
individual to the society!  Marriage in between a man
and woman  is not just to add some number of kids
to the society. Their  children should become good,
ideal, productive citizens that would strive for the
progression of the society.  A:ryas envisioned building

a society where a Woman is identified as the land
and Man as the seed to be sown. They revealed to
mankind, the kind of harvest to be grown to attain
happiness. The institution of marriage established
by the a:ryans has become the foundation of the
Indian society.

They analyzed extensively and formulated
the system of marriage and framed the regulations
on foods and pleasures. However, the a:rya:s never
belittled or castigated those who did not follow their
instructions for they knew it was natural for man to
err.

Despite possessing good intentions, many
a time, one fails to live accordingly, due to the
influence of surrounding situations. This results in
various inter-mixed racial populations, which can
be detrimental to the society. Yet, one must survive
and experience the pleasures and pains accorded
upon him or her. And hence, the a:ryans assigned
specific duties even unto such people and instituted
them in the journey towards building a civilized
society.

The a:ryas never dictated meaningless laws
to the society. Neither did they ever try to prove
their dominance or authority over others. On the
other hand, out of compassion, they carefully
assayed the nature, requirements and problems of
various groups of individuals and suggested a mode
of life for everyone such that the entire society
benefits and progresses.

They also advised on the social adversities
and disturbances that can be caused in a community
if the laws are transgressed. Sometimes, it becomes
difficult for one to practise such dictations and one
might also confront a few hardships temporarily.
Nevertheless, one must endure that pain,
considering the larger well being of the society and
his own future happiness as well.

The a:ryas thus laid a clear pathway for
mankind, towards a unified living with love, co-
operation and sharing. Indeed, we have been truly
bestowed with this great benediction by the a:ryans!

And the truth remains that neither is
Sana:thana something old, nor the A:ryans
dictators! They were indeed the great farmers
who actually harvested happiness !!

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Every man longs for the love and grace of God.
But astonishing as it seems, God too endearingly
stretches His arms out and craves for the twelve some
called the A:zhva:rs! Who are these A:zhva:rs who
captured God’s intense yearning for them?

God is judgmental about our actions and we
may or may not receive His grace - for, our
innumerable sins only add to His displeasure!  He, who
can bestow boons, can also bequeath punishments!
And this, we must realize is due to our own fallacies
and is not His flaw. Our A:zhva:rs, on the other hand
who are embodiments of compassion, do not have a
tinge of anger on us, despite our shortcomings and
disinterest towards God.  Their grace on us is so
immense, that they are always eager to mould and
make us understand the love of and for God. They
remain restless unti l they see the ignorance, sins,
pride and ego in us completely dispelled.

Let us seek refuge in such great A:zhva:rs for
our own well-being; let us worship them in the
following verses:

Vishnuchiththa who is celebrated as periya a:zhva:r
or the great a:zhva:r.

Vishnuchiththa – Periya A:zhva:r
One night, in the kingdom of P:andya, two

men were briskly walking on the streets, shoving
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through the thickness of the dark night. They
stopped by the threshold of a house, where they
met three people, on the porch, in midst of a deep
conversation. The three nomads who were on their
way back home after a long journey to north-India
had decided to rest at the portico, for the night.

The two men introduced themselves to that
group and soon all of them got engaged in a
philosophical discussion on life.  They requested the
trio to share their experiences and knowledge they
acquired during their journey.

Appreciating their inquisitiveness to learn,
one of them, said: “From our experience, we learnt
that one should gather essential things and toil hard
while the sun shines, to avoid misfortunes that may
befall in the rainy season”. The second nomad said
“One must work hard throughout the day to rest
happily in the night. Similarly one must strive hard
from the time he attains awareness, for the well
being of his future”. The third conceded and said,
‘One should save enough in youth to live
independently and self-sufficiently in old age, for
there shall be none to care and the body would
wither when senility embraces.”  In this way, the
three nomads concisely and beautifully rendered
the truths of life.

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Long ago, towards the end of the previous era
dwa:para yuga, there lived in the kingdom of
Hasthina:pura, a king named Dhruthara:shtra. Blind by
birth, he was enthroned the king of Hasthina:pura after
the demise of his brother King Pa:ndu. Dhruthara:shtra
had hundred children and they were known as
Kauravas. The eldest among them was Duryo:dhana,
who was conceited and cunning by nature; he started
ruling the kingdom on behalf of his father.

King Pa:ndu had five children and were known
as the Pa:ndavas. Yudhishttira was the eldest of  them.
By virtue of his nature, he was also called Dharma Ra:ja
or a righteous king. Bhi:mase:na, Arjuna, Nakula &
Sahade:va were his siblings. The Pa:ndavas were well
disciplined and always led a righteous way of life in all
respects. Draupadi was their wife. She was a pious lady
and a sincere devotee of Lord Krushna.

One day, the mischievous Duryo:dhana
contrived a game of dice with the Pa:ndavas.   By deceit,
Duryo:dhana and his team  defeated the Pa:ndavas. And
as was proposed prior to the play, the losers, the
Pa:ndavas had to spend twelve years of exile in forests
and live incognito for one year in the kingdom of Vira:ta.
After twelve years of their extradition in the forests, the
Pa:ndavas claimed their right share of the kingdom.
Several negotiations were carried for a peaceful
settlement of their rights. Alas, the mediations failed
when the Kauravas refused to part with land of at least
the point of a needle!

Subsequently, a great war ensued which is
widely known as the MAHA: BHA:RATHA. The war lasted
for eighteen days. Eighteen akshauhini:s of soldiers were
engaged in that war. Of them, eleven akshauhini:s sided
with Kauravas and only seven remained with the
Pa:ndavas. Lord Krushna also participated in that war
and chose to remain as a charioteer for Arjuna without
wielding any weapons. According to available sources
– one akshouhini constitut es 21,870 chariot forces,

21,870 elephant forces, 65,610 horse forces and 109,350
foot-soldiers. Assuming 1 combatant per force, the total
numbers of warriors come up to 109,350 + 65,610 +
21,870 + 21,870 = 218,700. Adding the charioteers and
mahouts (assuming one per chariot and elephant), the
total number of people placed in one akshouhini comes
to 218,700 + 21,870 + 21,870 = 262,440.  So, the total
numbers of people involved in the war were 18 *
262,440 = 4,723,920! And now, one can imagine the
number of people who participated in the war of the
Maha: Bha:ratha. Unfortunately, in the end no one,
except the five Pa:ndavas and a handful of others
survived.

The great virtuous Bhi:shma:charya, the grand
sire of all the Pa:ndavas and Kauravas led the forces of
Kauravas. Dhrushtadyumna, the brother of Draupadi,
was the chief commander of the Pa:ndava army. Prior
to the onset of the great war, sage Ve:davya:sa –the
great, visited Dhruthara:shtra  to confer a favor unto
him, if the latter was interested. The sage Ve:davya:sa
asked him if  he was keen on witnessing the entire war
live through a divine vision. Unfortunately,
Dhruthara:shtra declined the boon and instead
requested the sage to sanction the same boon of  Divya
Drushti to witness all happenings of the war from his
own place to his close companion Sanjaya. The sage
Ve:davya:sa agreed and bestowed the divine insight to
Sanjaya, who was a charioteer for Dhruthara:shtra and
also his counselor. Sanjaya was a great devotee of Lord
Krushna, and was very loyal to the blind Dhruthara:shtra.

The war commenced prior to the first day of
the month Ma:rgasira, per the lunar calendar. Just when
the war was about to begin, Arjuna who saw his own
kith and kin at both sides of the warring groups eager to
fight and kill each other in the battle, got overwhelmed
with grief and refused to wage war! As if to console
Arjuna and remind him of his duties as a warrior, Lord
Krushna preached several truths of life. These sermons
in the war field became famous as the BHAGAVAD

Bhagavadgitha
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GI:THA. A world-renowned scripture that it is, when
accepted with complete faith makes man conscientious
and guides him on a right path.

The sacred Bhagavad Gi:tha, the celestial song
of 700 verses, is divided into 18 chapters. Each chapter
is called an adhya:ya. Each adhya:ya is named after a
particular yo:ga. There are several annotations for the
word yo:ga in Sanskrit. In Bhagavad Gi:tha, while coining
the names of the adhya:yas, the word yo:ga was used
to denote the 'means'.   So, the means, mode, method,
way etc, are a few other synonyms to the word yo:ga.
For one who sincerely seeks to eradicate distresses and
sorrows of life, there are many yo:gas  recommended
in the Bhagavad Gi:tha. If one dutifully attempts to
understand and practice them, then one can overcome
miseries, find solutions to problems, lead a joyous life
and always succeed in all endeavors. The holy Bhagavad
Gi:tha is thus relevant not only for the present but for
the future as well.

Even after 10 days of the war, Dhruthara:shtra
was so confident of his forces that he did not ask for
any details of the war. But, on the 11th day,
Dhruthara:shtra received a shocking news that their

commander-in-chief, the great grand sire
Bhi:shma:cha:rya, fell down in the battle field. He was
so moved, that he immediately called for Sanjaya and
requested him to elaborate on the war. Having been
blessed with the divya drushti, Sanjaya was able to
perceive the whole state of affairs and started revealing
each of them to king Dhruthara:shtra.

Although the Lord expounded the Bhagavad
Gi:tha on the first day, yet no one was aware of the
preaching unti l the 11th day – the day when Sanjaya
began to visualize the events through his divine sight.
Probably everyone remained in a state of trance! In view
of that, the 11th day of the month of Ma:rgasira is
regarded as GI:THA JAYANTHI –the birth of the Gi:tha.
Chanting the entire Bhagavad Gi:tha is indeed a blessing,
on this day.   And, if that is not possible, reciting as many
slo:kas as possible or chanting at least a few hymns of
it, also adds a lot of good to us. Thus, began the
Bhagavad Gi:tha with a question from Dhruthara:shtra.

In the coming series, let us begin learning the
slo:kas and their essence. Remember- it is going to be
as easy as 1-2-3!!

No sooner did he conclude thus,  the prize bag fell at
the feet of Vishnuchiththa, much to the amazement of
everyone!  Indeed, it was only because of the grace of
God, that Sri: Vishnuchiththa was able to speak so
wonderfully about the supreme God.

Sri: Vishnuchiththa  bequeathed his daughter
Go:da De:vi to Sri: Rangana:tha, and thus became the
father-in-law unto the Lord Himself! Obeisance unto that

Sri: Go:shtti:pu:rna Jayanthi
Sri: Ya:muna:cha:rya, grandson of Sri:

Na:thamuni, had to pass on the treasure of divine
knowledge to the highly devoted and great scholar
Sri: Ra:ma:nuja:charya. However fate turned the
course otherwise. Ya:muna left his earthly dwelling
and entered paramapadam before Ra:ma:nuja could
meet him. Who would initiate Ra:ma:nuja into the
mysteries of the ultimate ashta:kshari  manthra? Who
would instruct him the essence of 3rd manthra the
charama slo:ka? Who could be that worthy teacher
who could instruct a disciple like Sri: Ra:ma:nuja?

Goshtti:pu:rna was ordained to be the guru
of Ra:ma:nuja:cha:rya.  At the feet of his guru Sri:
Ya:muna:charya, Goshtti:pu:rna had imbibed the
divine knowledge.  A follower of dra:hya:yana
su:thras, a pu:rva sikha vaishnava, Goshtti:pu:rna
was a strict teacher. Though Lord Rangana:tha
Himself instructed Goshthi:pu:rna to communicate
the divine manthras to Ra:ma:nuja, he tested
Ra:ma:nuja’s perseverance by turning him away 18
times. Perceiving Ra:ma:nuja’s resolution and
humility, he imparted the ashta:kshari manthra and
its meaning to him under a vow of secrecy.

However, the large hearted Ra:ma:nuja,
unmindful of his own fate, revealed the manthra to
the seekers in general. Goshttipu:rna came to know
about it and questioned Ramanuja. To the infuriated
Goshthi:pu:rna, Ra:ma:nuja replied thus,  “It is your
grace on me which has saved all these people from
the cycle of bondages (samsa:ra). How would it
matter if one soul like me would go to hell because
of breaking the vow?”  Impressed by Ra:ma:nuja’s
magnanimity, Goshtti:pu:rna hugged him and said
'you have become greater than me' in Tamil as
Emberuma:na:r. This became popular title to
Ramanuja.

Endowed with the qualities of Pundari:kam,
Goshtti:pu:rna was born in the divya de:sam of

Thirukko:ttiyu:r in Tamilnadu. Hence he is known as
Thiruko:ttiyu:r Nambi. He was born in the year sarvajit
in the month of Vrishabha under Ro:hini star. His
daughter was De:vaki Piratti and his son was
Therka:lwa:n. To this day, Goshthi:pu:rna’s
Thirume:ni (sacred idol) is worshipped at
Thiruko:ttiyu:r.

The Thirunakshathram of Thiruko:ttiyu:r
Nambi is on pa:dyami  of Jye:shtta ma:sam under
the constellation of Ro:hini  which falls on the 2nd

day of June, this year. Let us chant his special poem
(thaniyan) on this day.

"sri:vallabha pada:mbho:ja
dhi:bhakthya:mrutha sa:garam |

sri:mad go:shtthi:puri:pu:rnam
de:sike:ndram bhaja:mahe: ||”

Ku:rma Jayanthi:  Mount Mandara was in
the mid of the ocean borne by Lord
Srimanna:ra:yana, who incarnated as a gigantic
tortoise. The de:vas, demi gods were at the tail-end
of the mighty snake Va:suki, the da:navas, demons
at its head, the snake swirled over the mount
Mandara and all of them together churned the ocean
to obtain the nectar of immortality!

This was the Ku:rma avatha:ra (appearance
as tortoise) of Lord Vishnu, who manifested because
the de:vas and da:navas could not handle the mount
Mandara which was put into the ocean by Garuda.
The mountain had sunk into the ocean and the
churning of the ocean had come to a halt. The
compassionate Lord took the form of a huge tortoise,
got beneath the mountain and supported it. The Lord
permeated the de:vas, da:navas and the Va:suki  so
that they could accomplish the task. The Lord
endowed with thousand arms helped the peak of
the mountain from getting displaced.

The Ku:rma jayanthi is on E:ka:dasi of
Jye:shttha ma:sam under the constellation of swa:thi
which falls on the 12th of June this year. Let us recite
the prayer rendered by lord Bramha to the Lord
before the advent of His appearance.

So too is a noble mind without the
muddy Rajo: Guna which agitates it. Such mind is
enchanting as well as pleasing.  Also Bharthruhari
describes the qualities of great souls in his
Subha:shitha Ratna:vali.

“manasi vachasi ka:ye punyapi:yusha pu:rnaha
thribhuvanam upaka:ribhih pri:nayanthaha |
paraguna parama:nu:n parvathi:kruthya nithyam
nijahrudi vikasanthaha santhi santhaha
kiyanthaha?”
There are men of goodness and greatness whose
thoughts, words and deeds are nectar-like and
cause great wellbeing to the denizens of the three
worlds. Even when they see a trace of virtue in
others, they magnify it tremendously and thereby
broaden and deepen their own hearts.

We need to have such noble mind before
meaningful words spill out of it. When speech
becomes perfect, we reap great benefits on
ourselves and others. The following beautiful slo:ka
tells us what our speech can do for us.

“lakshmi:r  vasathi jihva:gre:,
jihva:gre: mithra ba:ndhava:ha |
bandhanam chaiva jihva:gre:,
jihva:gre: maranam dhruvam  ||”

The Goddess of wealth resides on the tip of tongue;
so too reside one’s friends and relatives. The very
tip of tongue can cause bondage and can also bring
death to one.”

Since we know that it is the speech alone
which comes from the tip of our tongues, we can
understand the slo:ka that speaking properly brings
us wealth, friends and relations, while improper
speech leads us to bondage and even death.

How do we attain a refined and high quality
speech? The answer is to live in association of wise
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men. In their presence, even the traces of good
qualities in us get highlighted and a steady growth
of virtue in us is possible. Beautiful speech is a
natural outcome of virtuous minds! We can also
study the subha:shitha:s revealed by wise men and
mould our day to day lives by living accordingly.

Alas! The moment we strive to attain a noble
heart and meaningful speech, we find innumerable
flaws in us, some subtle, some evident. The task
would seem uphill. But, would not the grace of Lord
Srimanna:ra:yana save us from these
predicaments? Certainly it would!!

Sri: Ve:da:nta De:sika Swami teaches us
how to pray in his Hayagri:va Stho:thram, slo:ka ,
which goes-

“disanthu me: de:va! sada: thvadi:yaha
daya:ntharanga:nuchara:h  kata:ksha:ha |
sro:thre:shu pumsa:m amrutham ksharanthi:m
saraswathi:m samsritha ka:madhe:num ||”

O ! Lord Hayagri:va: ! Grace us with the

We are asked to pray saraswathi:m
disanthu -the Goddess of speech. In our prayer, we
further specify amrutham ksharanthi:m sarasvathi:

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Q1. What is the history of Sabari in Ra:ma:yana ?

According to Va:lmiki, Sabari was a hunter lady,
living in the hermitage of sage Mathanga. His
disciples were her gurus who took care of her, right
from her childhood. She served them there until their
departure. They informed her that Lord Ra:ma would
one day, visit the a:sramam. They instructed her
that as they were not able to prolong their life time
and were leaving their bodies, she should, on their
behalf, explain their guru’s greatness to Him. Sabari
thus instructed by her gurus, waited for 13 long years
for Lord Sri: Ra:ma to come. Ultimately He and His
brother Lakshmana visited that a:sramam. They
interacted with her and with their acceptance; she
left her body in a self-created fire, acquired a divine
body and reached the lotus feet of her gurus. This
is what Va:lmiki  described in Sri: Ra:ma:yanam.

Q2. As we see in Ra:ma:yana , throne was given
to the eldest son i.e., Sri: Ra:ma , others were
not eligible. In Maha:bha:ratha , should not the
throne have been given to Kauravas , they being
the sons of the eldest son Dhruthara:shtra? How
were Pa:ndava ’s eligible?

It was always the eldest of the family eligible for the
throne, as long as he is not handicapped. Sri: Ra:ma
was not handicapped, so, Bharatha never accepted
the throne and sub-served Ra:ma’s Pa:dukas, in
place of Lord Sri: Ra:ma. After Ra:ma came back,
the throne was given back to Him.

Dhruthara:shtra was blind. Hence, he lost the
chance of ruling the kingdom. Pa:ndu also suffered
from ill-health. Yet, because of his vision and ability,
he was given the kingdom and crown. Automatically,
his children got the chance of becoming heirs.

Because of Pa:ndavas’ over-kindness and
Duryo:dhana’s high handedness, Kauravas started
ruling the kingdom. In fact, Duryo:dhana was never
considered the king at all. After Pa:ndu’s demise,
Dhruthara:shtra was the king. Yet, Duryo:dhana,

declared himself the king and started making
announcements, calling himself the king of kings.
“duryo:dhana sa:rvabhouma”. He was a rowdy with
a big gang!! His father was much fascinated to his
son. He never cared for the elders words. Hence,
no one other could open their mouths.

Q3. Which month is the best? Which E:ka:dasi
is the best ? What is to be eaten and not eaten
on an E:ka:dasi ?

Each month is holy in itself. Each has some
important event. So it is not appropriate to
discriminate. Chaitram is good because it is the
beginning of all the months, Ma:rgasi:rsha because
all the crops get fertile. Every E:ka:dasi too has its
own merit. But, Vaikuntha E:ka:dasi is good to be
observed, if not all.

On this day, one needs to do regular
sandhya, pu:ja and take thi:rtthams. Offering
uncooked food like fruits etc. is good. Or else, one
can offer some food prepared with sweet and flour,
other than rice and offer them to the Lord. Using
salt also is not good on E:ka:dasi. One can take
prasa:dam as little as possible or reduce to the
extent possible on that day.

Q5. Who is true Vaishnavite ? One who st amps
samasrayanam , who follows strict diet
restrictions, who does pu:ja  daily?  Please let
me know what the most import ant
characteristics are other than mentioned above
for being a true vaishnavite ?

The word stamping is not good. Samasrayanam is
taken and accepted, out of faith in the sa:sthras
and a:cha:ryas. It burns our sins and makes our
soul pure. Later on, how we live and keep up to it,
depends upon our own acts.

Following strict diet restrictions is
based on the love and concern we have
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on God. Just as the quality of soil
depends upon the food provided to it,
the way the body grows also depends
on the food given to it.

To grow sa:thvic qualities, sa:thvic
food is very essential. If one does not
follow that, it means he is not really
interested in sa:thvic qualities and hence
he need not be considered a  devotee
at all.  Our actions accurately reflect our
thoughts, than our words and feelings.
Hence diet also proves about a real
Vaishnava.

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It is two years since the magnificent Divya
Sa:ke:tham was offered by HH Chinna Jeeyar

birth centenary. The second Bramhothsavams of
Lord Ko:dandarama of Divya Sa:ke:tham are
celebrated from the 10th of May 2011 till 16th May
20, 2011 under the aegis of HH Sri Chinna Jeeyar
Swami accompanied by Sri Ahobila Ramanuja
Jeeyar Swami.  It is conducted as a five day function
offering oblations in five altars with many special
se:va:s. HH arrived at Sriramnagar on 9th itself.
Many devotees had arrived at Sriramnagar to take
part in the celebrations while many others came to
extend their services in the divine function. The
whole premises of JIVA  was decked up for the
wonderful event. The temple was specially
illuminated and gave the impression of a Divya
Vima:nam from the heavens.

In the evening of 10th HH Chinnajeeyar
Swamiji, Ahobila Jeeyar Swami and Sri U.Ve.
Sriman Samudrala Rangaramanujacharya Swami
arrived in the Divya Sa:ke:tha Mandapam
(Assembly Hall) specially constructed for the
purpose. The hall is very spacious with a big stage
and other amenities and can accommodate 4 to 5
thousand people at a time. HH commended the
services of the benevolent couple Smt. and Sri J.
Rameswararao for offering this pravachana
mandap to the devotees of Divya Sa:ke:tham.

The students of JIVA Gurukulam entertained
the audience giving an impressive cultural program
with minimum training. Later HH explained about
the Bramhothsavams and various rituals involved
therein and their significance with utmost detail. The
devotees who were unaware of all these facts
listened with rapt attention. Lord Bramha celebrates
the coming of the lord in deity (archa) form onto
this earth with festivities. These celebrations came
to be known as ‘Bramho:thsavams’.  It’s being the
Lord’s festival, His vehicle ‘Garuda’ takes care of
the whole proceedings like inviting the celestials,
receiving them with all the hospitality and in the
end bidding them a fitting farewell with all reverence
and devotion.

Bhagavan’s commander-in-chief Sri
Vishwakse:na takes care of all the procedures in
the ceremony.

In the temple the priests performed
Vishwaksena puja and punya:hava:chanam,
sanctifying the things and the premises used for
Puja.  A picture of Garuda  (Eagle) drawn on a white
cloth is sanctified and energized with a defined
procedure and kept at the lotus feet of the main
deity (Mu:lavar) in the sanctum sanctorum.
Meanwhile all the de:vatha:s are invited reciting the
relevant hymns sung in different ragas to the
accompaniment of rhythmic drums (bhe:ri:
tha:danam) in different Talas.

The whole ritual was enjoyed by one
and all. Under the guidance of HH, the ruthwiks
had procured Snakehill mud ( ‘puttamannu’ ) called
‘mruthsangrahana’ for ‘ankura:ro:panam’ (Planting
seeds) to be placed in the earthen plates in which
9 types of seeds are planted to sprout and kept in
the ya:gasa:la.

HH Sri Jeeyar Swamiji inaugurated the
Pedda Jeeyar Swamiji’s life size statue with a
colorful fountain in the mandapam opposite the
temple. The waters from the fountain are washing
Pedda Jeeyar Swamiji’s lotus feet. The pillars had
the paintings of climbers in green while the ceiling
is adorned with  a big peepal leaf.

Next day, the 11th  morning after the Ve:dic
offerings  to the lord, HH blessed the waiting
devotees with holy waters (theertha go:shti). The
ya:gasa:la freshly constructed for the present
purpose looked like the one in the ancient
hermitages, with mud flooring smeared with cow
dung and decorated with beautiful designs of
rango:li .  Its ceiling was made of green palm leaves
that gave a cool shade to the lord and the ruthwiks
doing ho:mam.

After the theertha go:shti, the holy fire (agni)
was kindled from the natural ‘the:jas’ (rays) of sun
god using a convex converging lens. Such agni is

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called ‘yuva:gni’ and is used in the festivals of the
temple. The holy fire had manifested in no time to
the amazement of all the devotees. Then it was
installed in the western altar first and then in the
other four altars by the yajna:charya Sri Samudrala
Srinivasacharya and Sri Mudumbai
Madhusudanacharya and team.

Rithwiks started reciting the relevant hymns
and manthra:s offering oblations. Swamiji along with
Ahobila Jeeyar swami and Dr. Samudrala Ranga
Ramanuja:charya swami arrived at the Divya
Sa:ke:tha mandapam. Ramji kaushik and team
sang bhajans. HH’s rendering of Bhajayathira:jam
was superb. All the devotees got drenched in the
nectar of Rama na:ma and Bhaja yathira:jam.

By then the lord got ready for the worship
on the dais. Then mass worship  of Ko:dandarama
was conducted by HH. Speaking on the occasion
HH enlightened us that reciting the lord’s names or
singing bhajans of his holy name sanctifies our inner
selves. Though we offer flowers or food outwardly,
singing his name heartily without any inhibitions
using our voice and ears fully, clapping with our
hands would justify their entity and would calm our
minds and purify our thoughts.

 Ahobila Jeeyar Swami distributed small
deities (Prathimas) of Lord to the puja participants.
All the devotees had tasty prasa:d there itself. Later
in the afternoon the spectators in the auditorium
were treated with a colorful cultural program by the
JIVA gurukulam students. In the evening at 5.30
p.m. HH led the mass Sri Vishnu Sahasranama
Chanting.

Then in his discourse, HH detailed the
curriculum of JIVA Gurukulam. First year, the kids
are taught preliminary course. Second year they
would get proficient in English and Sanskrit and 3rd

year onwards the specialized courses like
Literature, Vedam, Alankara Sasthra, Vyakaranam,
Vedantham, Temple Management would be taught.
Simultaneously they would appear for the degree
courses too. In their study years they have a
disciplined routine with vegetarian food, exercise,
games and yoga.

The rithwiks performed the ‘de:vatha:
a:hva:nam’ a special welcome to the celestials,

worshipping them offering oblations with ‘sraddha’
(devotion).

HH explained in detail how the oblations
given in the holy fire are received by the de:vatha:s.
The fire god is the mouth for all the de:vatha:s whose
bodies are ‘thejas sarira:s’ (celestial bodies), unlike
our mortal bodies made of the five physical elements.
Our food also consists of those five elements – food
that grows from the soil using the water, air and
sunshine. In the end our bodies end up in those five
elements. But the celestials whose bodies are made
of thejas get their food through that thejas (energy
of fire) carried by the manthra:s.

In turn the antaryami for all the souls, jivas,
Lord Narayana is the final recipient, since he is the
‘angi’  bearer and all the others are his anga:s (limbs).
Dr. Samudrala Rangaramanujacharya Swami spoke
on the relevance of de:vatha: a:ra:dhana
(worshipping celestials)  and narrated the symbolism
behind Hanuman's search for Si:tha:  in Lanka.  After
the purna:huthi and theertha prasa:da go:shti,
Vishwaksena in a palanquin, went round the
premises observing the arrangements made for the
de:vatha:s.

 Finally Lord Ko:dandarama came out on his
Se:sha Va:hanam to bless the devotees. He looked
splendid in all finery. He was guided by Jeeyar
Swamis all around the ‘maada veedhies’ (Temple
streets) with four types of walk. Many devotees
walked in the front doing ko:la:tam and singing his
glory to the accompaniment of drums and
Na:daswaram. The devotees’ excitement touched
the skies.

Vaahana se:va (carrying Lord in different
vehicles)  is first started by the four headed Bramha
to show the world how the various ji:va:s  (souls)
are graced by the Lord Supreme. He had a va:nara
(Hanuma), a bird (Garuda), a snake (Sesha), an
elephant (Gaja), a stha:vara - tree (Kalpa Vruksha),
the independent luminous star - sun god
(Suryaprabha Va:hanam), the dependent moon
(Chandra prabha) as his ‘va:hana:s’ (vehicles)

On the 2nd day of the Maho:thsavam, after
the thiruva:ra:dhana (Daily worship) and Veda
vinnapams (Vedic offerings), theertha go:shti was
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done by HH. It took a long time to give the holy
waters to the long queues of devotees who came
from far and wide.

The Uthsava Murthis in the ya:gasa:la were
beautifully decorated and the divine couple looked
very charming with lots of ornaments and beautiful
dresses. Morning in the Divya Sa:ke:tha Mandapam
HH led the Sri Ranganatha mass worship wherein
He explained about the glory of Paramapadam. In
the afternoon, Gurukulam kids gave a very
impressive yoga presentation. HH was very much
impressed with their skill and hard work and blessed
them all and their gurus with momentos. HH
stressed the need to lead a simple value based life
with sathwik healthy food.

After that, the people who were celebrating
their kids’ Upanayam next day had performed Udaka
sa:nthi under the supervision of HH. Ahobila Jeeyar
Swami.

In the evening after the pu:rna:huthi there
was the much awaited ‘Edurko:l’   ( Welcome Meet)
function of Ko:danda Rama and Si:tha:devi. First
Si:tha:devi arrived at the Mandapam on a ‘hamsa
Va:hanam’ ( Swan vehicle ) with all her attendants
and relatives. Walking in dancing steps, wearing a
beautiful saree and decked up with beautiful jewels
she entered the scene.

The devotees’ spirits rose high seeing Lord
Rama  enter the Mandapam sitting on the shoulders
of his ardent devotee Hanuma. He was gorgeous
with all the decorations and garlands. Both of them
sat opposite to each other on the dais. All the
ruthwiks and pundits took the side of the bride Si:tha.
HH, Ahobila Jeeyar Swami and Sriman Dr.
Samudrala Rangaramanujacharya Swami took the
side of the groom Sri Rama. Of course, both sides
had verbal exchanges extracting the beauties of
their auspicious attributes. In the end both the
parties pacified each other that they agreed to their
match since both are matchless in their qualities
and beauty and match each other alone, with no
more doubts. After the offering of sacred food
(prasa:dam) and mangala ha:rathi (Removing Evil
Eye), both of them retired to their chambers on their
respective vehicles and the devotees had

prasa:dam and left to their places with joy filled
hearts.

On the 3rd day the 13th there were mass
upanayanams for the kids and HH was gracious
enough to bless them all with  Manthram and the
importance of taking the sacred thread only by the
ordained people. This was followed by
Sama:srayanams.

In the mandapam, HH conducted the mass
Sri Lakshmi Narayana Puja. The hall was packed
with the devotees. HH dwelled deep into the
compassionate aspect of Lord Narayana and
explained why the ‘A:gama sa:sthra’ ordained a
separate sannidhi sanctorum for divine mother
though both of them are inseparable. He said, it is
to let her erring children approach her without any
fears and thus to help them out by recommending
their cases to our Lord. If she is with our divine
father, the Lord, we will shudder to go near them
with our disgusting lives. She, the personification
of compassion, dwells in his heart. So his
sovereignty gets hidden behind her. Thus,  we get
saved. That day being her monthly birth star it
became all the more special to perform their
worship. When we visualize them together it is their
kalya:nam ( Unison ) and our liberation.

Evening after the VSN chanting, the JIVA
Gurukulam kids gave a recital on tabla and other
instruments and did ko:la:tam and impressed all.
Later, HH detailed about the JIVA Community
College objectives, ideals and goals. While the
temple in the premises enhances the mental
powers, will power and provides a practical ground
for the students, the JIVA college provides the
yearning public with different useful courses that
not only provide them knowledge, eligibility,
livelihood but also train them in many other practical
vedic subjects. The course material is being
prepared by Sriman Dr. Samudrala
Rangaramanujacharya.

Aruna
Raghavareddy and many others took the bride’s
parents’ side and did the kanya:da:nam (offering
bride to the groom). SriRamachandra tied the knot
and made Si:tha his consort. Every ritual was
conducted in full detail by the priests. There was
exchange of garlands, pouring of auspicious pure

pearls ‘muthya:la thalambralu’  on each other and
playing Va:rana Ma:yiram and so on…..They both
became one. Devotees sang Jai Srimannarayana!
Jai Sri Ram! The whole atmosphere was filled with
excitement and happiness. The new divine couple
was offered  sacred food naive:dyam and HH gave
them harathi. The participating devotees were given
blessings and thalambra:lu. HH personally blessed
all the devotees with the pearls that adorned the
Divine Couple, not minding the time or strain.
